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Last November, Dean Wahl and Paul Ramsey, 

Dean of the School of Medicine, made an 

exciting announcement—that our two schools 

had embarked on creating a new joint UW 

Department of Global Health, modeled after 

the successful Department of Bioengineering 

and its shared governance between the School 

of Medicine and College of Engineering.

This initiative arose from the strategic plan 

of a SPHCM task force co-chaired by Steve 

Gloyd and King Holmes. That group’s work 

called for a new way of organizing education 

and research to integrate and coordinate global 

health activities across UW departments and 

schools. Deans Wahl and Ramsey determined 

that a department would provide the best ad-

ministrative structure to facilitate cooperation 

among the existing global health programs in 

their two schools and to provide a solid frame-

work for establishing new programs in educa-

tion, research, and service. 

The joint department is a creative response 

to calls on the national level for more integrat-

ed educational experiences. More importantly, 

it will help meet the critical need of graduates 

working in global health for training in both 

public health and medicine. That need is evi-

dent wherever we look—from our local health 

departments facing challenges resulting from 

globalization, to countries worldwide battling 

HIV/AIDS and other devastating diseases, to 

the Indian Ocean nations ravaged by the recent 

tsunami.

An advisory committee is steering the de-

velopment of the department—recommending 

a mission, defining its scope, and searching 

for its founding chair. The ambitious timeline 

calls for approval by the Board of Regents this 

spring and launching the department by the 

start of the 2005-06 academic year. 

Seattle has become a center for global 

health in recent years. The new department  

will add to that energy and be an important 

step in the evolution of the UW as a leader in 

global health research and education.

One thing really does seem to lead 

to another these days, especially 

as I look over recent, current, and 

future assessments of our School.

This review exercise has the added 

benefit of helping us prepare for 

our School’s reaccreditation by the 

Council on Education for Public 

Health, a process already well under 

kudos!

Adam Drewnowski, Professor of Epidemiology and 

Medicine and Director of our School’s Nutritional 

Sciences Program, is Principal Investigator on a new 

NIH grant for transdisciplinary research in obesity.
